YOUR ITINERARY....

Day 1: Arrive in Delhi (1 night)

Arrive Delhi You will be met by our local “Faunavista” representative and transferred to hotel.

Day 2 Fly to Raipur, transfer to Kanha (7 nights)
Early morning, check out from your hotel and you will be transferred to the airport for your flight to
Raipur. Upon arrival in Raipur, you will be met and driven to your camp in Kanha.

Kanha National Park is one of India’s largest and most remote wildlife habitats, covering 940 sq km of

forest and lightly wooded grasslands. An extensive network of rivers and streams support Sal and

bamboo forests, rolling grasslands and prolific variety of flora and fauna. A dramatic natural splendor forms the core
of Kanha, designated a National Park in 1976. Since 1955 a series of stringent conservation

programs for the protection of the park’s flora and fauna has given Kanha its deserved reputation for

being one of the finest, best administered, National Parks in Asia.

On arrival at the camp in Kanha National Park, you will enjoy lunch or high tea upon arrival.

Afternoon enjoy the game drive in the park.



Each subsequent day will then follow a pattern of: an early wake-up call and a morning game drive by Gypsy (4x4
Jeep) with breakfast served inside the park at a designated area.

Returning to camp by noon, you can relax, enjoy the pool or spa, and have lunch and then in the afternoon enjoy
another round of game drive in the park.

We will make an exception on one day (to be determined on site) where you will have the privilege of a FULL DAY
pass in the national park; giving you complete freedom and the chance to remain there all day. This is a fantastic
experience, and only available because of our contacts.

Day 8: Final game drive, with village visit

On your last day in Kanha, you will have your normal morning game drive, and then in the afternoon enjoy a guided
visit to a local village. The way the communities interact with the wildlife and survive on the peripheries of the park is
one of the major contributors to the national park story in India, and well worth being familiar with. It's also a great
chance for some rural photography too.

Day 9: Depart Kanha and head back to Delhi (1 night)

After breakfast, check out and drive to Raipur airport to board your flight to Delhi where you will be transferred to
your hotel for an overnight stay.

Day 10: Transfer to airport, fly to Jodhpur and onto Jawai (4 nights)
After a leisurely breakfast, check out and transfer to the airport to board the flight for Jodhpur. On arrival, you will be
collected at the airport and transferred to Brij Pola in Jawai, Rajasthan.

Here, you can explore wildlife, embark on treks, visit ancient temples, and immerse yourself into this jaw-dropping
area. Known for its national park, teeming with hyenas, bears, wolves and crocodiles, Jawai is also a haven for over
100 species of migratory birds. It is especially renowned for its human-friendly leopards.

Day 11-13 inclusive: Jawai safaris

Every safari at Jawai is a unique experience, and you never quite know what's in store for you. You can be quietly
navigating the rugged terrain when you suddenly come across a sloth bear or a pack of Indian wild dogs. The thrill of
these unexpected encounters is what makes Jawai so memorable. We will also include a shepherd home visit if you
wish, the guardians of this most special of places.

Day 14 Transfer to Jodhpur, flight to Delhi (1 night)

Sadly, all great things come to an end and after breakfast this morning, you will be transferred back to Jodhpur
airport for the flight back to Delhi. You can then be transferred back to a hotel for the night, and then taken to the
airport the next day, or simply transferred to the international area of the airport for a flight home if leaving that day.
